A member
of the team will give you detailed explanations and will present you the related
procedures (ultrasound, blood test, etc.). Participating in one of our research
projects will allow you to benefit from new treatment options and a personalized
follow-up.

Q, Signing the consent form

A consent form that respects ethical research standards will be explained to you.
This document contains a detailed description of the study and procedures as well
as the list of medical researchers and contact information of the team members.
You will have the chance to read the document and ask all your questions to a team
in order to make a free and informed choice. Participation in a clinical study is
voluntary. You can withdraw at any time, without justification.

@ Randomisation and follow-up

Some clinical studies require the use of a placebo or control group in order to
know whether a drug or treatment is effective. Placebos are not identifiable by
neither the participant nor the research team, and are randomly assigned to study
participants. In addition, certain clinical studies will allow you to benefit from
various additional examinations (blood fests, ultrasound, electrocardiogram,
mammography, ovarian reserve, current health questionnaires, medical history,
etc.) as well as physical and/or gynecological examinations free of charge.
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
